SUMMARY OF FINANCES 
Here is a summary of our finances through the first half of 
May starting at the beginning of the year. 
 
General fundðopening balance  $  2,732.25 
Deposits (first 4 ½ months)  $39,728.95 
Available for payments   $42,461.20 
Payments    $48,191.24 
Negative balance   $ -5,730.04 
Reserves used    $  5,000.00 
Check book balance on May 16  $    -730.04 
 
Reserves started the year at $10,500.00 and through the 
first 1/3 of the year we have had to use almost half of the 
balance to try to maintain the general fund.  With the possi-
bility of a land acquisition; should the funding in the past 
that has been given to shore up the general fund at year 
end no longer occur; Lydia Zion would have to look at dras-
tic budget cuts.  Everything would be on the table for con-
sideration to try to adjust the budget down to a level that the 
congregation will support.  We have until the end of Sep-
tember to try to fix this.  Starting in October; the new 2011 
budget will have to be finished.  Our budget for the first four 
months was $42,666.67 and we spent $41,659.96; which is 
a savings on the budget of over $1,000.00.  Our shortfall is 
due to decreased giving; not out of control spending.  Take 
a look at all the things we do at Lydia.  If we do not improve 
the receipts; what will we cut?  What should we cut?

The Lydia Zion United Methodist Church has a new investment fund.  The purpose is to invest money that is do-
nated or lent to the fund for the purpose of using the balance later for building; land acquisition or any other ma-
jor project.  The purpose of the fund is not for the general fund shortfalls.  If you are interested in learning about 
individual investing; simply show up at our scheduled meetings which are on Monday each month but only after 
the third Friday has occurred.  This schedule matches our investment strategy.  If you are interested in investing 
and want to become part of the decision team; there are 2 open spots.  The requirements are that you must either 
donate $100 to the fund or lend $100 to the fund; plus agree to be at 75% of the scheduled meetings.  If you sim-
ply want to suggest any investable ideas; then just show up at 
the scheduled meetings. 
  
The idea behind all this; is the more we can do on our own; the 
stronger Lydia will become.  All knowledgeable and informed 
people about anything had to start sometime; and it is never too 
late to begin.
